Fabric requirements: You will also need:
o 1 fat quarter Dark (fabric A) Thread for sewing and quilting

o 1 fat quarter Medium/Feature e  Scissors, Pins and Needles
(fabric B) e Rotary Cutting Tools

e 1 fat quarter Medium/Texture e Light coloured thread for
(fabric C) tacking

o 1 fat quarter Light (fabric D) e  Fabric Marker

e 1x20” square piece of calico e Sewing Machine

e 1x20” square piece of e Iron and lroning Board

Note: ¢ throughout the project all seam allowances should be V4R wide.
¢ fabric pieces in diagrams are shown slightly offset for visual clarity,
but when piecing together all top and left-hand edges should be matched exactly,
unless otherwise specified.
¢ will fit a 16 Por 14 bsquare cushion; the instructions will tell you how to make adjustments.
¢ can be adapted to make a wall hanging or table centre; the instructions will tell you how to do this.

Cutting the Fabric
Dark Fabric (A)

Cut four strips 1 in wide Medium Feature Fabric (B)
Cut one strip 2 in wide Cut four strips 3 in wide

Piecing the Centre Panel

1. Working with the raw or cut edges to your left, place the 2” wide fabric D strip right sides together with
the 2” wide fabric A strip. Pin in place and sew. Press open with seam allowance behind darker fabric.

2. Cut 10 pieces 2" wide.
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3. Place one of these pieces in front of you with the light square to the left. Place another piece on this, right
sides together, with its dark square to the left. ‘Lock’ the central seams so that the pieces do not move. Pin
in place and repeat with the remaining four pairs of pieces.

Sew these pair together taking care that the previously pressed seams are lying in the correct direction. Snip
the threads to separate the pieces and then press open.

4. Lay the 3%2” wide fabric C strip face up on the table with the raw edge to the left. Place two of the pieced
squares right sides together with a dark square in the top left corner. Place two of the pieced squares right
sides together with a light square in the top left corner. Pin all pieces in place and sew, taking care that all
previously pressed seams are lying in the correct direction. Cut between each pieced square and then press
open with the seam allowance behind fabric C. Trim each paired piece to a neat rectangle.

5. Take one paired piece of type A and lay it on the table with the fabric C square at the top. Place the
remaining 4-square patch right sides together with the dark square in the top left corner. Pin in place, sew
and press open with the seam behind the 4-square patch.

6. Take one paired piece of type B and lay it on the table with the fabric C square to the left. Place the other
type B piece right sides together with the fabric C square to the right. ‘Lock’ the central seams, pin in place,

sew and then press open.

7. Lay the piece you just made right side up on the table with the pressed seam facing away from you. Place
the remaining type A paired piece on this with right sides together and its fabric C square to the left. ‘Lock’
the central seams, pin in place, sew and then press open with the seam in the same direction as in the
previous step.

8. Lay the piece you just made on the table with two fabric C squares towards the top. Place the three-patch
strip right sides together with a light square in the top left and right corners. ‘Lock’ the seams between the
patches, pin in place, sew and press open.

Adding the Borders

If fabric B has a picture design rather than a pattern then always pin in place with the design the right way up
as you look at it, during the following steps.

9. Place one strip of fabric B face up on the table. Place the pieced centre panel right sides together on this
and pin in place. Keep the centre panel pulled taut as you pin to prevent problems with excess fabric whilst
sewing (the assembled piece has more ‘give’ due to the number of seams in its make-up).

10. Lay another strip of fabric B face up on the table. Turn the centre panel round and place the opposite edge
right sides together with this and pin in place. Sew both borders, press open with the seam behind the
border and then trim the border strips even with the sides of the centre panel.

11. Place a third strip of fabric B on the table. Place the pieced centre panel right sides together on this and pin
in place, including the side borders.

12. Place final strip of fabric B on the table. Turn the centre panel round and place the opposite edge right

sides together with this and pin in place. Sew both borders, press the seam behind the border and trim the
top and bottom borders even with the side borders.

13. Use the method described in the previous steps to add the four remaining strips of fabric A as an outer
border, attaching the sides first and then the top and bottom.

Layering and Quilting for Cushion Cover

14. Lay out the calico, place the wadding on top and then place the patchwork piece on top of this face up.
Pin these layers carefully ensuring that the calico and wadding extend beyond the edge of the patchwork
piece all round.

15. Tack the layers together using any light coloured thread you have available. Tack in a grid pattern from the
centre of the piece outwards, holding the layers taut as you go. Remove the pins.

16. You may choose your own quilting design or follow that suggested below. Quilting for this project is best
done by hand; if you are new to quilting you may find the following guidelines helpful:

f Use as small a needle as you can work with.

f Start by tying a knot in your thread. Put the needle into the fabric and wadding about an inch away
from where you want to start quilting, re-emerging at the starting point. Tug the thread gently so that
the knot disappears below the surface and remains buried in the layer of wadding.

With a weaving motion make 3 or 4 small running stitches at a time through all three layers.

Although aiming for small stitches it is more important that they are evenly sized and spaced on both

the front and back of your work.

f Finish by tying a knot in your thread again and then sew into the layers of fabric with the needle
re-emerging at the surface an inch or so away. Tug the thread gently so that the knot disappears below
the surface and remains buried in the layer of wadding. Trim off the threads where they re-emerge at
the surface.

17. Mark a diagonal grid on the central patchwork panel using a ruler and fabric marker.
Quilt on this grid and then quilt ‘in the ditch’ between the centre panel and the wide border.

18. Mark a ‘brick’ design on the wide border and then quilt on this.

For a 16” cushion cover you may also wish to quilt ‘in the ditch’ between the wide border and the outer
fabric A border.

19. Remove the tacking thread; trim the wadding and backing in line with the top layer of the piece.

Final Assembly

20. Cut the remaining pieces of fabric C and fabric D to measure 16¥2” x 11%2” each.

21. At the ironing board fold over and press a /4" hem along one long edge of each backing piece.
Fold over and press a further ¥4” so that the raw edge is hidden

Sew these hems by hand with small slip stitches.

22. Lay one of these pieces right side up on your table. Lay the other piece right side up on top so that the
hemmed edges overlap by 5%2”. Pin at the overlap point, and then tack the entire overlap flap in place.
Remove the pins.

23. Place the quilted piece right side up on your table with the tacked backing piece face down on top. Pin in
place all round and machine sew a 4" seam all round, taking care to keep the fabric in place at the
overlap.

24. Tie off and trim the threads. Remove the tacking stitches from the overlap and turn the cushion cover the
right way out.

25. To fit a 14" cushion you should now machine sew a seam through both the quilted top and the backing
along the line between the wide border and the outer fabric A border, thus reducing the internal
dimensions by 17 in all directions.

Layering and Quilting for Wall Hanging Note: this option does not require the piece of calico.

23. Cut the remaining pieces of fabric C and fabric D into four 82" squares, and join these together into one
large 162" square for the backing.

24. Lay the wadding on the table; place the backing piece face up on top and then place the assembled
patchwork piece face down on this. Pin the layers together around the edge of the patchwork piece and
then sew a ¥4” seam most of the way around, leaving a 6” opening.

25. Turn the whole piece the right way out. Slip stitch by hand to close the opening.

26. Follow the directions and guidelines given in steps 16, 17 and 18 for quilting the piece.
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
